Implementation Measures for the Points-based Enrollment Policy of Migrant Children in Tianhe District, Guangzhou City

[bookmark: OLE_LINK7]Article 1 In order to further improve the accessibility of compulsory education for migrant children in Tianhe District, these Measures are formulated in light of the reality of Tianhe District according to provisions in the Compulsory Education Law of the People’s Republic of China, Notice of Guangzhou Municipal People’s Government on Issuing the Regulations on Points-Based Service for Migrants in Guangzhou City (Sui Fu Gui [2021] No. 7), Notice of Guangzhou Municipal Migrant Service Bureau on Issuing the Implementation Rules for Regulations on Points-Based Service for Migrants in Guangzhou City (Sui Lai Sui Gui Zi [2021] No. 1), Notice of Guangzhou Municipal Education Bureau and Guangzhou Municipal Migrant Service Bureau on Promoting Compulsory Education for Migrant Children (Sui Jiao Gui Zi [2023] No. 4), and other relevant laws, regulations, and documents.

[bookmark: OLE_LINK8]Article 2 These Measures apply to migrants in Guangzhou City who apply for enrollment in public schools or private schools with government-funded seats at the beginning grade of compulsory education in Tianhe District for their school-age children who are not registered residents of Guangzhou City. However, these Measures do not apply to the migrant children who meet the conditions for policy-based preferential treatment in the compulsory education stage in Guangzhou City.

Article 3 In these Measures, the point-based enrollment involves quantifying and assigning points to various indicators for migrants in Guangzhou City seeking enrollment according to the Table of Indicators and Calculation Methods for Points-Based Enrollment of Migrant Children in Tianhe District, Guangzhou City. Based on the calculation results of these indicators, applicants are ranked according to their total points. Then the District Education Bureau will make overall arrangements for enrollment in public schools or private schools with government-funded seats, taking into consideration the available seats and the applicants’ rankings and their preferences.

Article 4 The District Education Bureau and the District Human Resources and Social Security Bureau are responsible for overseeing and guiding the implementation of the points-based enrollment policy for the children of migrant workers in Guangzhou City. The relevant departments of the District, according to their functions, shall examine the applicants’ eligibility, verify their enrollment points, and promptly review and address any objections raised, all following the points-based enrollment indicators and scoring system for migrant children in Tianhe District. Additionally, they shall share relevant government information. The review work involving the points-based service management indicators and scoring system of Guangzhou City shall be coordinated and cooperated on by the corresponding district functional departments in conjunction with their superior departments.

The District Human Resources and Social Security Bureau is responsible for formulating the guidelines for the application of the points-based enrollment system for migrant children in Tianhe District in accordance with these Measures. It shall coordinate with relevant departments to conduct enrollment points verification (including objection reviews), publicize system points and rankings, and announce point results based on their functions. It shall submit the list of applicants for points-based enrollment to which no objections have been raised to the District Education Bureau, provide statistical data on migrant workers in Guangzhou City and their children with them as required, and lead as well as guide Sub-district offices in reviewing the Residence Permit of Guangdong Province issued in Tianhe District.

[bookmark: OLE_LINK1]The District Education Bureau is responsible for arranging school places under the points-based enrollment system for migrant children in Guangzhou City. It shall develop a work scheme for the compulsory education of migrant children in Guangzhou City, announce the list of schools under this system, and formulate enrollment plans for receiving migrant children in the compulsory education stage within its jurisdiction.

Article 5 Migrant workers applying for points-based school admission for their children in Tianhe District shall meet the following conditions: 
(1) Before submitting the points-based school admission application in Tianhe District, migrant workers shall have their points verified through the Guangzhou Points Service Management and Information System for Migrant Population.
[bookmark: OLE_LINK2](2) Migrant workers shall hold a valid Residence Permit of Guangdong Province issued in Guangzhou City for a continuous period of one year (with the deadline being August 31 of the year of applying for the points-based enrollment), and meet one of the following conditions: 1. Legally and stably residing in Tianhe District; 2. Legally and stably employed in Tianhe District (based on the social insurance contributions legally made in Tianhe District); 3. Starting a business in Tianhe District; 4. The name of the accompanying child has been registered on the school’s roll in Tianhe District, and the child is applying for a first-year student place in secondary school.
(3) Migrant children applying for a primary school first-year place must be at least six years old by August 31 (inclusive) of the current year, have not yet enrolled in school, and not have been registered on any primary school’s roll; migrant children applying for a secondary school first-year place should be current year’s primary school graduates. If a school-age child or adolescent needs to defer enrollment due to their physical condition, they should obtain approval from the education administrative department of the county-level people’s government or the township people’s government where their household is registered.

Article 6 Application Process for the Points-based Enrollment:
(1) Apply for Guangzhou points: Applicants seeking enrollment under the points-based system in Tianhe District should first log in to the Guangzhou Points Service Management and Information System for Migrant Population to apply for points and have their points verified. 
[bookmark: OLE_LINK3](2) Apply for points-based enrollment in Tianhe District: After obtaining the verified points in Guangzhou Points Service Management and Information System for Migrant Population, applicants should log in to the Tianhe District Points-based Enrollment System for Migrant Children to register for the points-based enrollment in Tianhe District and fill in the relevant information.
(3) Review of applicant eligibility and points: The District Human Resources and Social Security Bureau will organize relevant functional departments and Sub-district offices to review the eligibility of applicants and their points based on the Tianhe District points indicators. In case of a tie in the total points, applicants will be ranked in descending order based on the following criteria:
1. The number of months holding a Residence Permit of Guangdong Province issued in Tianhe District; 2. The number of months of legal and stable residence in Tianhe District; 3. The number of months of legal and stable employment or entrepreneurship in Tianhe District; 4. The points obtained on the Guangzhou Points Service Management and Information System for Migrant Population.
(4) Announcement and publicity of applicant eligibility and points results: The District Human Resources and Social Security Bureau shall publicize the review results of the applicant’s eligibility and points for no less than three working days. Applicants who have objections to the announced results may submit a petition within the specified time. After re-examination by the relevant functional departments, the District Human Resources and Social Security Bureau shall announce the ranking of eligible applicants based on their points.
(5) Determination of school places: The District Education Bureau, based on the list provided by the District Human Resources and Social Security Bureau, will organize the application of school preference and coordinate the enrollment of migrant children into either public schools or private schools with government-funded seats.
[bookmark: OLE_LINK4](6) Enrollment & Registration: Migrant children shall register at the admitted school on time. Failure to register on time or refusal to accept the arrangement will be deemed as a voluntary relinquishment of the school place. For migrant children who register and actually attend private schools in Tianhe District according to these Measures, the District Education Bureau will allocate the school place purchase funds to the private schools at a standard of RMB 5,000 per primary school student per year and RMB 6,000 per secondary school student per year. The private schools are required to distribute the school place purchase funds to students or directly use them to offset the students’ tuition and miscellaneous fees as required. Students who have already received school place purchase funds through the points-based enrollment will not be eligible for additional government subsidies for attending private schools with government-funded seats.

Article 7 Migrant workers in Guangzhou City applying for public schools or private schools with government-funded seats for their children shall ensure that all documents and certificates provided are genuine and valid and that their children are not currently enrolled in any public or private primary or secondary schools. Once any fraudulent act is discovered and proven, the applicant’s eligibility and the school place of a public school or private school with government-funded seat which they applied for will be immediately revoked, and the applicant will be held legally responsible for their actions.
If any clues of violations of law and Party discipline are found in any Chinese Communist Party members or subjects of supervision during the implementation of compulsory education for migrant children, the case shall be transferred to the District Discipline Inspection Commission and District Supervisory Commission for handling.

Article 8 Children of migrants in Guangzhou City who have not applied for points-based school enrollment, or who fail to meet the conditions for the points-based enrollment application, or who have applied but not obtained a school place, may choose to register and enroll in eligible private schools.

Article 9 In case a private school with government-funded seats ceases operation, students who were previously enrolled in that school under the points-based enrollment system and transfer to other private schools within the District will continue to receive funds from the government for the purchase of private school degree services.

Article 10 If there are changes in the division of functions of departments who formulated these Measures due to institutional reforms or other reasons, the adjusted departments shall assume the corresponding functions outlined in these Measures.

Article 11 These Measures shall come into effect on May 2, 2024, and remain valid until December 31, 2028.
